It has come to the notice of the News Broadcasfitgndards Authority
(“Authority”) that some member news channels anmeyoag reports on matters
propagating, promoting and advocating superstitbtmecultism and blind belief.
Such reportage often purports to even distort puselentific phenomena on
baseless and often factually incorrect material iafmmation. Such reportage
are not “newsworthy”. In addition such reportagesiharm and tends to create
fear psychosis, among the uninformed viewers. ifffpgession gathered is that
such reportage is usually to garner higher TRPs.

The Authority expects the member broadcasters tantarily improve the
broadcasting standards by desisting from airindp saports.
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
